Memorial Project Guidelines and Scoring

Typed portion: (Times New Roman, 12 pt., double-spaced, complete sentences, paragraph form)
· Name of memorial
· Event it memorializes: explain event
· Why did you choose this event?
· What emotions do you feel when you think of this event?
· Where would this memorial be placed?
· If it is something tangible, what would be the ideal size? Materials used? 
· Would it also have a plaque or something to give details about it or would it stand alone? 

Scoring:
· Typed portion: completeness, accuracy, content, mechanics, clarity-  25 points
· Physical project: time and effort expended, creativity, originality, reflection of event, neatness/appearance-   50 points
· Presentation: explanation of memorial, reason this event was chosen, why you chose this form for memorial, can be clearly heard, eye contact, enunciation-  30 points

Be prepared to bring in your memorial, typed portion, and give your presentation starting Monday. 
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
