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My Goal as a Teacher: 

My job is to equip you with the tools you need to succeed in life. It doesn’t matter if you want to be a pastry chef, a fashion designer, or a homemaker, the Family and Consumer Science curriculum is an integral part of our lives. In order to take care of yourself, you need to know how prepare food, wash your clothes, budget, etc. In this class, I will teach you how to do exactly that: how to take care of yourself.
Some Simple Expectations: 
· Respect…R-E-S-P-E-C-T… Everyone! This includes yourself, your classmates, the teacher, and other members of the school. No one likes to be put down. “Name-calling” will not be tolerated.

· Be Prepared for Class. If you forget a book or your homework in your locker or at home, you don’t have all the tools needed for learning. I cannot help you with work that you do not bring to class. Also, be ready to participate. By completing assignments, you will prepare yourself to participate in your own learning. The carpenter brings his tools to work.
· Be on Time!  Be in School!  Seriously!
· Make-Up Work: If you have an excused absence one day, the next day you will need to find out about the work you missed. Ask me about what you missed at the appropriate time, usually at the beginning of class, and it is your responsibility to get the work done. It is not my responsibility to keep tabs on what you owe me off the top of my head and to recall this information in a New York minute any time you ask! Work is minus 10 percent for every day it is late after your excused absence. See the late work policy below.
· Late work: Late work is minus 10 percent of the total score for every day it is late. It will be a zero after one week of being late. If you don’t care to finish it within a reasonable time, I will not care to take my time away from those students who do. *However, if some extenuating circumstance may arrive in which you are missing a lot of school or are struggling in some other way, please feel free to talk with me and discuss possible options for make-up work. I do not want anyone to fail, but it’s not my choice.
Passes – You have 5 passes per quarter.  I will keep track of them on my chart. Use them wisely! Each leftover pass will count as 5 bonus points at the end of the quarter. Ex. Shannon used 1 pass. She will receive 20 bonus points. You are also expected to use the Sign Out Sheet by the door. This is to keep track of students in case of an emergency.
Homework – I will write homework assignment s on the board next to your grade. I will also verbalize the assignment in class. Pay attention. It is your responsibility to get the work and write it in your passbook.
Kindergarten Rules:   (Yes. We have these rules because they have been broken in the past)
· - Raise your hand to talk. If I am talking, you are not. Oh! And inside voices please.  
· Sit in a seat at all times unless otherwise told to do so.
·  DO NOT throw or toss things. It’s all the same to me. 
· Use appropriate language that corresponds to your intellectual level.
· If you want to use something, ASK! Do not take or “ borrow” without asking.
*If any of these rules or others is broken be sure that parents and guardians can be contacted, and trips to the office can be made.

· Take notes

· Ask questions about techniques and learning materials you don’t know! It’s the only way to learn. Ask the teacher for help. It’s my job to help you to learn.
· Turn in work on time. It will ensure a good grade and decrease your chance of losing it.
· BE SAFE! There is a lot of “stuff” in the F&CS room that you could get hurt on or hurt others with (knives, needles, hot items etc). Safety first.
